e Aboriginal art is created by Indigenous Australians and has been around
for thousands of years.

It tells stories about the land, animals and traditions without words.

It is often made using dots, lines and symbols.

Natural colours like red, yellow, brown and white were used.

When creating Aboriginal-inspired art, we must do so with respect and
understanding.

Required Prior Knowledge Knowledge to be taught

A sculpture is 3 dimensional. e Plppa Hill is a sculptor who creates realistic animal sculptures.

We see more if we look closely. A sculptor is someone who makes sculptures.

She is inspired by nature and wildlife, especially farm and countryside
animals.

Her sculptures show lots of detail making the animals look real.

Her sculptures are made from bronze and clay.

Clay is a natural material that can be shaped with fingers or tools.
Pressing, pinching and scratching the clay creates different textures.
Sculptures take time and care to create.

Andy Goldsworthy

Required Prior Knowledge

A collage is a picture made out of cut up materials. °
We see more if we look closely.

Andrew Goldsworthy is an artist from the UK who creates art using
natural materials.

He makes land art, meaning his art is outside in nature.

His artworks change over time because nature moves and grows.

He uses leaves, rocks and stones, sticks and twigs. Ice and snow, and

flowers and petals.

He doesn’t use glue or paint - only natural objects.

His art is temporary and disappears with the wind, rain or sun.
Nature is important and should not be harmed.

Choose colours and shapes for effect. °
Place shapes accurately.
Create repeating patterns.

Use observation skills to sketch using pencil in sketchbooks.
