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Household Support Fund week
16-22 October

Next week is Household Support Fund Awareness Week, when residents on low incomes are
encouraged to apply for financial support.

The fund can help with paying for food and energy bills and does not need to be repaid. You don't
need to be on benefits to apply.

The council received £2.4m from the current round of the fund, which began in April and will run for
12 months. A new wave of funding began on 1 October so even if you received money between April
and September, you can apply again.
