Holy Angels After school Club

If you require an After school club place for your child in Holy Angels Pre-school, it is 
important that you  book 24 hours in advance.  After School club has a maximum 
number of children it can accept and there are occasions when it has been full and 
places are not available. Also, for your child's safety, it is important that Pre-school 
know to expect your child.

Further to the above, please let the school know if you have booked your child into 
After School club at Holy Angels Pre-school.

Please note that parents whose children are entitled to Free school meals or 
universal infant free school meals must also order their children's lunches in 
advance.
